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Start typing your intro paragraph here. Of course you need to delete all the stuff I’m typing and replace it with your essay after you’ve read this! This paragraph should contain your hook, background info., and thesis statement with your two reasons. This paper is in MLA format. Notice the top left header. Remember to change the name and the date.  You need to create a title that relates to your essay.  Notice the whole document is double-spaced. Do NOT change that. Do not put extra line spaces between paragraphs.  It is also 1” margins all around. Before you do anything else, SAVE your document right now. Press “File,” “Save As,” and rename the file.  


Press the “Tab” key to indent each paragraph. This paragraph should discuss your first main point, or reason, followed by the specific fact or quote you used.  Did you use “  “ around the quote? Did you cite the author or article and say something like, “According to…”? If you did not state your source, you could be plagiarizing! Then, explain what the fact means or how it relates to your reason (5 W’s & H). 


Did you press the “tab” key? I hope so! I can tell, you  know! Type your 2nd main point here using TDEC followed by your fact/evidence and explanation. Btw, you should press the space bar once after a . ! ? DO NOT press “Enter” at the end of each line. The only time you press enter is when you’re done with the paragraph. Did you save yet? Yikes! Always save your document as soon as you start it. This way you can be sure you don’t lose information.

3rd main point information goes here. For the argumentative essay, your 3rd main point will acknowledge two counterclaims. You will then refute, or disprove, these counterclaims. You do not need to go in-depth. Simply tell why or how these counterclaims are not as strong as your claims. 


Concluding paragraph. Restate your thesis statement in a different way. End with a strong statement that captures the main idea or connects back to the hook somehow. When you’re done, make sure you run a spell check, read EACH sentence aloud to yourself to make sure it makes sense, and make sure there are no Auto 0 errors.  Well done!  (
