Requirements (see other side for details)
⁪ Original Newspaper name that’s related to the play, Date 
⁪ Design and font related to that time period, creative, colorful, and typed.
⁪ 2 headline articles for Acts 1 & 3.  At least 2 pictures that relate to the articles (if copied, you must cite source)
⁪ Advice Column:  based on Act 2 written in letter format by R or J to you.  Your advice back to him/her in letter format.

⁪ POV Corner:  Diary entries based on Acts 1 & 3 based on one character’s POV.
Extra Credit (2 points):

⁪  Obituaries for 2 characters at the end of the play
⁪  Horoscope for 2 characters
⁪  2 Advertisements relevant to the play/time period
⁪  Comic Strip
⁪  1 Sonnet that relates to Romeo or Juliet’s life (5 pts.)

2 Newspaper articles based on Acts 1 & 3:

· Title
· Follows format on handout
· Lead paragraph states 5 W’s & H
· 2 quotes are used within the article
· Objective (factual) 3rd person POV

· Past tense verbs

· 4 short paragraphs
· pic & source (if from an outside source)
*Articles should show excellent understanding of 5 W’s & H in those Acts through use of details; clearly written with very few grammatical errors.
“Advice Column” based on Act 2:

· Letter from Romeo or Juliet to columnist (ex: ‘Dear Abby’) describing the situation and problem.  
· Letter from columnist to R or J giving sound advice 

*Letters should show excellent understanding of plot, character feelings, and conflict.
“POV Corner” based on Acts 1 & 3
· Choose either Romeo or Juliet’s Point of View
· Write a diary entry from that person’s point of view related to events in Act 1 and Act 3.
· Each entry should be 1-2 paragraphs long.
· Each should be written in their language as much as possible. 

*Each entry should reveal excellent understanding of plot, character feelings, conflict, and character changes.
