I-SEARCH PAPER

Post-reflection (Part 2)

How did you do gathering the information?—After you have written your paper

Purpose: To reflect on your procedures of gathering data, how you used your time, and how you used your mind during the entire process of the I-Search so that the next paper you write you can learn from your accomplishments and mistakes.

Assignment:  This reflection piece should be four paragraphs focusing on your time spent on the I-Search Paper and how your research went.  This does not need an introduction or a conclusion since you are just reporting what you did and what type of learner and worker you were.  The paragraph topics are below with some sample questions to get you started focusing on each topic.

Paragraph topics:

1. Challenges:  Identify two things that were difficult for you while doing your research and explain how you overcame these obstacles.

2. Time management:  Explain how you used your time in class and in the library to meet your deadlines. How will use your time more effectively for a similar project?

3. You as a Learner:  Identify 2 important skills you learned or improved upon during the I-Search process and explain how this project helped you learn or improve these skills.

4. Successes:  Identify which part of the I-Search process you did best and explain why you’re proud of this success. 
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
