Your portfolio should contain (size: ½ pg. min. – 8 ½” max):

1. Title page on the front, creative title of portfolio, NPD, colored and illustrated.

2. 1 draft of each poem with revisions made.

3. Checklists for each piece of work and Evaluations filled out at the end.
Each poetry page should include (See Checklists):

· Title (make up your own)

· An original poem – not plagiarized! - typed or neatly written in ink (if it’s a shape poem)

· Picture or artwork (design/decoration)

· Poetry analysis page typed in MLA format
