	Analogy
A comparison of two things that are similar in some way.
Ex:


	Author’s Message
What the author wants to say about a theme
	Connotative Meaning
The suggested or associated meaning of a word

	End Rhyme
Rhyme at the ends of poetry lines.
Ex:
	Figurative Meaning  
what the text really says; reader has to figure it out

	Hyperbole

An exaggeration to emphasize a point.
Ex:
	Imagery

words that appeal to the 5 senses: sight, sound, taste, touch, smell
	Line

A group of words in 1 line of poetry; doesn’t have to be a sentence



	Literal Meaning

what the text actually says; like summary


	Metaphor

A comparison of two things w/out using like or as.
Ex:
	Meter

stressed and unstressed syllables in words in a poem to create a pattern
	Mood

The overall feeling a reader gets from a text
	Assonance

Repetition of the same vowel sounds in a line of poetry

	Onomatopoeia

A word that sounds like its meaning.
Ex:
	Personification

Giving human qualities to non-human objects.
Ex:
	Repetition

Restating words or phrases to emphasize important points or to create an effect
	Rhyme Scheme

The pattern of rhyming lines of poetry
	Simile

A comparison between two things using like or as.
Ex:



	Stanza

A group of lines in a poem.
	Symbol

Something that stands for something else.
	Theme

The Big Idea or Moral that many stories, poems could be written about.
	Tone

The author’s attitude towards the theme of the text.
	Consonance

Repetition of consonant sounds in a line of poetry.
