Homework/Project Policies
All work is expected to be neat and legible.  All work should be done to the best of each student’s ability.

In the event of an absence, it is the student’s job to ask for missing work.  Student must show Excused Absence Pass (yellow sheet from the office) in order to receive credit for work from the day of the absence.  Without an Excused Absence Pass, no credit will be awarded for work due on date of absence.  This includes major assignments.

Students DO NOT get to make up any work for points on days they were unexcused absent.

In addition to the above:

· Being tardy three times equals afterschool detention.  If detention isn’t served, student is referred to administration.   If tardiness is excessive or students are extremely tardy to class, parent meeting or referral to administration will take place.
· No using electronic devices—cell phones and other electronic devices will be taken until the end of the school day for the first offense, taken for the day and a phone call home on the second offense, and picked up from the office on the third offense.
· Beverages with resealable lids are allowed in the classroom.  No eating in the classroom.
· No Plagiarism.  Using anyone’s work as your own or not using citations while using research is considered plagiarism.  Any work that is plagiarized will receive a zero with no chance to make up the work or points.  The student may be referred to administration. 

· Keep your desk clean and clear.

Please CLEARLY write your email address on the signature page so you can receive notices that I send out.  I will keep all email addresses private.

I use this website as a teaching & learning tool to keep parents and students informed of class activities and projects; students can download documents from the site as well.  It is especially helpful for students who are absent and need to make up work.
